The National Rail Skills Hub has analysed National Centre for Vocational Education Research (NCVER) data[footnoteRef:2] relating to the Certificate IV in Train Driving.[footnoteRef:3]Just under 11,500 people enrolled in the Certificate IV in Train Driving between 2017 and 2021, with most undertaking training programs delivered by enterprise providers. The largest intake of enrolments was recorded in Western Australia (28%), followed by NSW (25%), Victoria (20%) and Queensland (20%). 

[bookmark: _Toc135224146]Completion rates
While around 11,500 enrolments were registered in Certificate IV in Train Driving training in Australia between 2017 and 2021, only 6,125 people completed the training.
The ratio of completions to enrolments was highest for training delivered by enterprise training providers and lowest for TAFEs.



[bookmark: _Toc135224147]Most frequently used training organisation
Enterprise RTOs delivered around two-thirds of all enrolments and was the primary mode of delivery across the eastern seaboard. In Queensland more than 90% of enrolments were trained through enterprise providers. 
Victorian TAFEs offered the Certificate IV in Train Driving course in 2017 and 2018, recording around 500 enrolments. There has been no delivery of the course by TAFEs in the years since.
Private training providers delivered slightly over half of enrolments in South Australia and Western Australia (which was the jurisdiction with the largest use of private training providers nationally).


[bookmark: _Toc135224148]Who’s paying for Train Driver training?
Enrolments were primarily delivered using domestic fee-for-service funding (around 84% of all enrolments). Western Australia had the highest share of government-funded enrolments (over 30%) followed by Victoria (where government-funded enrolments were primarily delivered by TAFEs during 2017 and 2018, as outlined below).

[bookmark: _Toc135224149]Who’s enrolling in Train Driver training?
Nationally, almost 85% of people enrolling in the Certificate IV in Train Driving course between 2017 and 2021 were male. 
Victoria had by far the most female enrolments, both in absolute number and as a share of its total enrolments, with women making up over one-third of all enrolments. There was a strong upward trend in the number of women enrolling in 2019, 2020 and 2021 compared with the first two years, in Victoria in particular but also in NSW and WA.



The share of enrolments by Indigenous people was around 8% nationally (although the Indigenous status was not known for 14% of enrolments). NSW and Queensland had the highest Indigenous enrolment shares at around 13%, while Victoria and SA had almost none.

Around 80% of people enrolling in the Certificate IV in Train Driving were born in Australia, and 86% spoke English at home. After Australia, the most common countries of birth were the UK, New Zealand, India and South Africa.


Around three-quarters of people enrolling in Train Driver training were aged between 30 and 59. Victoria tended to have the youngest enrolments, with almost 30% under the age of 30 and almost two-thirds under the age of 40.
